Australia’s largest festival of improvised music and film returns this January with a new home and a fresh and inspired line up. Featuring over 100 musicians, artists and filmmakers from around the world, the NOW now promises to push the limits of musical and sonic possibility. Over 4 nights THE FACTORY THEATRE will overflow with sonic conquistadors, laptop composers, installation artists, jazz musicians and classical performers of rare spirit.

Over the past 6 years the NOW now has transcended its underground roots to become a world renowned event, attracting ground breaking artists from around the world, this year they include pianist and clavichord virtuoso Manon Liu-Winter, groundbreaking composer/bassist Werner Daffeldecker and Martin Brandlmayr, drummer of the electro-pop revolutionaries Radian, from Vienna. From New York’s turntabelist extraordinaire – DJ OLIVE returns to Sydney, as well as young electronic musician / composer / instrument builder Jaime Fennelley – performing in Australia for the first time. 

Dutch master improviser and instrument builder Cor Fuhler returns to twist the consciousnesses of Sydney’s piano players and original Dutch Free Jazz pioneer Kris Wanders returns to blow a hole in your soul. 

They will be joined by Australia’s musical revolutionaries, including Chris Abrahams, Carolyn Connors, Jim Denley, Amanda Stewart, Sean Baxter, Emily Morandini, Anthony Pateras, Robin Fox as well as Jon Rose – presenting the world premiere of PURSUIT - a concerto for bicycle powered instruments.

The NOW now’s film project expands this year with a full program of cutting edge cinema from around the world. This years program features live soundtracks by Anthea Caddy, Dave Brown, EMBERS, Natasha Anderson and a brass trio led by Berlins’ Robin Hayward. 

Simultaneously serious and gentle, enthusiastic and vital – the NOW now 2007 once again opens the door on a thriving and astounding community of international artists, living between the cracks of Australia’s mainstream culture. 

The festival runs from Wednesday, January 17 to Saturday, January 20, 2007. Concerts & film program are $15 per night, or a festival pass that includes every aspect of the program for only $45.
